1. General provisions.

Church of Christians of Evangelical Faith “Slavic Gospel Church” was created with the purpose of
joint service and labor of Christians of evangelical faith and is a free-will and independent
community of Christians for joint service to God.

1. Church is not-for-profit organization.

2. At the foundation of Church teaching, life and activities is Holy Scripture — books of Old and
New Testament, teaching of Jesus Christ and His Apostles.

3. Church is separated from state and therefore in regards to questions of spiritual life and inner
church life - is obedient to Jesus Christ and His teachings (Mat. 22-21).

4. Church can become member of any Gospel-Evangelical Union, Fellowship of Churches, or other
Christian organizations that have the same as our Church teaching; can have its own
representatives in them; or exit and act autonomously.

5. Church, being a member of Union or Fellowship reserves the right to: independently conduct its
own services and financial activity according to Statute and Teaching of the Church.

6. Election and reaffirmation of Church leaders is executed (implemented) through Church
Members Meeting (CMM).

7. Church organizes and implements its activities based on Gospel teachings, approved statute and
laws of USA that are not in contradiction to the Holy Scripture. Is a legal entity, has its own bank
account, stamp, symbols and letterhead with its own name. Church remains its independent status
in implementation and execution of Church service practices and activities.

8. For the church growth and success for its activities, the following departments can be created:

*Education (Foreign languages school, Sunday school etc.)
*Charitable

*Youth

*Woman

*Publishing

*Music and singing
*Department of Finances
*Administrative

2. Purpose, rights and responsibilities of Church.

Main purpose of church is to preach Gospel Christian teaching and expression of church members
right for free and joint confession of faith (Mat. 28:19; Mark 16:15; Acts 1:8)

Create deeds of Mercy and promote unity of Christians (Luke 10:30-37)

Teach and raise believers in the spirit of Christ teachings; expand fellowship of believers (Eph.
4:11-16)

Care for growing up generation (educate and bring up children and youth in the teaching and
exhortation of the Lord) (Mat. 19:13-14; Mark 10:13-16)

Strengthen the unity of family and marriage;

Expand Biblical knowledge and spiritual level of Christians;

Admonish and protect Christians from fallacy (errancy) and false teachings;

Render spiritual, prayerful and moral support as well as financially feasible support to the needy

Church has the right and takes responsibility upon itself to:

Conduct church services with preaching and studying of the Bible, prayers, poetry, music and
singing, as well as desire the manifestations of the Spiritual Gifts in Church

Conduct sacraments according to Bible and Teaching of the Church;

Organize and conduct church services on church property, in a separate houses, in handicap
facilities and adult living facilities, in hospitals, in prisons, in rehabilitation centers, in public
buildings, in places that are designed for public meetings;

Conduct crusades, distribute Christian literature and flyers, conduct other events, use public
media, if possible;

Conduct grieving services and funerals;

Create mission organizations and participate in missionary ministry, start new churches and
satellites;

Receive offerings, gifts, have other incomes, as well as collect finances for the fulfillment of church
needs;

Has the right to create Funeral Fund and to purchase land as church property for the burials

Church has a right to own:

Property (facilities, computers, office supplies, transport);

Bible schools, seminaries, Sunday schools, and general education schools;
Missions in USA and abroad,;

Printing and publishing houses for the printing of spiritual literature;
Tele studios and radio studios for airing Biblical programs;

Libraries, audio libraries, video libraries.

Church has a right to rent, inherit and free of charge use of: transport, different type of equipment,
facilities, houses of prayer, parcels of land and also build-out its own facilities;

Church will defend before government and community organizations interests of its members,
acting according to this Statute and according to the Teaching of the Church.

3. Church Members Meeting (CMM).

Church Members Meeting is conducted anytime when necessary, but not less then two
times a year. It will be announced no later then 2 weeks prior to its conduction.

Church Members Meeting for the purpose of approving important church decisions is
legitimate when 2/3td of church listed members are present, which is not necessary for
the informational or educational purpose meetings.

When making important decisions if 2/31 of existing members do not come on two
separate occasions, 3'4 members meeting allowable with 50% of church members and
the vote will be decided by 2/3rd of the members present at that point in time.

Decision of Church Members Meeting is valid when 2/3 of present on this meeting
members voted for it. As an exception, - when a member is absent due to a serious
reason, he can vote via bulletin before members meeting. If church member is absent on
Members Meeting without warning or if church member is not returning bulletin, then
decision is made with a majority of votes present at the meeting.

Types of voting — secret or open is decided by Church Members Meeting itself and is based
on the importance of the issues (topics) of that meeting.

Issues (topics) presented for the voting of Members Meeting must first be discussed at the
Church Board and must not contradict Holy Scripture, Teachings and this Statute.

Church Members Meeting approves: Senior Pastor of Church, Pastors, Evangelists, and
Deacons.

Decisions approved at the Church Members Meeting are mandatory and must be carried
out (fulfilled) by: Senior Pastor, Church Board, ministers, leaders of the departments

and all members of the church.

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1. Pastor (Presbyter) of Church:

Is a spiritual leader of the church, ordained into the Title of Presbyter. Ordination (Laying of
Hands) is conducted on the brother who is baptized in the Holy Spirit and after he has successfully
completed one year of ministry according to evaluation and decision of the Church Members
Meeting;

Conducting his ministry in obedience to the Lord, according to the Holy Scripture, Teachings and
Church Statute;

Must keep himself in bodily, moral and spiritual purity, preserve the secrecy of confession, as well
as meet the requirements of the Word of God in regards to Presbyter of a Church “in all being
himself an example to everybody”;

Carries responsibility before God and church for the teaching of Sound Gospel commandments
and for the spiritual condition of the church;

Execute general management of church activities, attend all business church meetings and
sessions;

Together with Secretary of Church or Treasurer of Church signs all official documents of the
church which must first be approved by Church Board;

Promote growth of church ministries, supports other ministers and department leaders directing
everybody for the edification, love and unity of church;

Must care for church, pay attention to youth, visit families and church members, rendering them
spiritual and moral help that they might need — by instructing from the Word of God, counseling
and prayers;

Actively and kindly participates in offering into local church of his tithe and offertory;

Represent and defend interest of church members before government and other organizations,
acting according this Statute and Teaching of the church.

2. Pastors actions that contradict Bible, Teachings or Church Statute must be reviewed on the
Church Board meeting in the presence of Bishop of the Union or his assistants and must be
forwarded to the Expanded Church Board and Church Members Meeting.

3. During the time of Senior Pastor absence, his responsibilities will be carried out by one of the
Church ministers appointed by Senior Pastor himself; and during emergencies and unpredicted
situations appointed by Church Board.

4. Election of Senior Pastor is carried out (conducted) in the following order:

Candidate for the pastoral position is being offered and reviewed by Church Board and is
forwarded to Expanded Church Board (ECB) for the approval. The age of elective brother must not
be above 60 years old (exception can be a pastor with many years of ministerial experience);
Approved candidate is introduced to church beforehand, not less then 2 weeks before election i.e.
appointed Elective Church Members Meeting.

Elected Senior Pastor (when several candidates are presented) is the one who receives not less
then 2/3 of votes from the present members on that meeting and the meeting has presence of no
less then 2/3 of members from the list of Church Members.

Voting is conducted secretly by bulletins;

Church Election Members Meeting can be administered by one of the church ministers, if he is not
a candidate himself, or by Bishop or Senior Pastor of the Region.
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5. Pastors and/or deacons who have reached the age limit set forth by this statute thereby no
longer being acting pastors and/or deacons will then instead gain the status of honorary
pastors/deacons and if health allows and the church offers its blessing they may continue to
participate in rites such as communion, weddings, funerals, baptism, etc.

6. Pastor can perform his ministry until he is 67 years old provided that his health condition is
adequate to do this ministry.

7. If ministry is ineffective, Board of Ministers can propose him voluntary resignation.

8. During disorder in Church, with agreement of 2/3 of Board of Ministers members, the Question
of Confidence (trust) can be placed on voting for Church Members Meeting, in the presence of
senior brothers from the Union (if church is a part of the Union)

If 2/3 of Church members that are present on the Church Members Meeting voted to release
(discharge) Senior Pastor, than he is obligated, in the timeframe of 2 months or sooner, leave the
position (ministry) by transferring position (ministry) and all church documents to the newly
elected acting Senior Pastor of the Church;

If there are not enough votes for the removal of Senior Pastor from his position (ministry), then he
remains Senior Pastor of the Church but, in this situation, Church Board and other ministers of
the church are reaffirm ahead of the appointed time so that Church management crisis that started
can be stopped.

9. Pastor has the right to resign his ministry with his own free will by indicating a reason however
he must inform, not less then 3 months prior, - Church Board and Union Leadership of which
Church is a member of.

10. Pastor, that has fallen into sin, is discharged from the position (ministry) immediately, without
voting, on the Extraordinary Church Members Meeting, in the presence of Bishop.

11. Church Pastors can be on partial or full financial support from the Church.

12. Senior Church Pastor is being reaffirmed for his position every 4 years during general Church
Members Meeting according to paragraph 4.4

13. If there are not enough votes to reaffirm Senior Pastor, he becomes one of the Pastors of the
Church. In this situation several new candidates are proposed. If one of them receives 2/3 of the
votes, he becomes Senior Pastor, otherwise — the one who got majority of votes through voting
goes to election for the position as Senior Pastor according Church Statute paragraph 4.4.

14. If Senior Pastor needs assistance, then Church with the proposal by Senior Pastor himself and
Church Board elect his assistant (assistants), Pastor (pastors).

Requirements to the pastors, election and ordination are the same as to Senior Pastor.

They perform their ministries under the leadership of Senior Pastor.

Deacons:

In the church ministries are direct assistants to Pastors of this church, are responsible for the
assigned area of service, visit families for which they are responsible, rendering help in spiritual
and material needs, performing their ministry under the leadership of Church Pastor;

Elected from the list of active members during Church Members Meeting, not older then 55 years
old, with the approval of not less then half of 2/3rd present Church Members, and can be actively
involved in ministry until 65 years old of age.

Ordination is performed after one year of successful trial period of ministry;

Must meet all of the Biblical requirements regarding church deacons;

Actively and kindly participates in offering into local church of his tithe and offertory;

Must be active in economic and organizational church activities;

Passive and those not trustworthy deacons by the proposal of Pastor and Church Board are
discharged during Church Members Meeting from the ministry of deacon.

Deacon that has fallen into sin is discharged immediately from the position (ministry) without
Church voting;

Deacon has the right to resign his position (ministry) according to his own will however he is
obligated, no later then 2 months prior to that, inform Pastor and Church Board;

Church can elect deaconess from the list of those that meet the requirements of the Word of God,
responsibility of which are to help Pastor and other ministers to strengthen spiritual life of
Church, care of poor and visit sick. Deaconesses are elected with the same manner as deacons.

Church should not be a place of seduction and incitement of
vicious (sinful) desires.

Church Budget and financial activity

Church Budget consists of tithing and offerings of its members, donations from organizations or
individuals. Church Budget is adopted by Church Board and approved by Church Members
Meeting.

Church Budget can be used to purchase and pay-off church facilities and other real estate, for the
needs of Biblical education, crusades, missionary work, publishing, charities, help other churches
in building or purchasing Houses of Prayer (buildings), salary of Pastor or workers of the church,
cover business trip of ministers and also other current needs of church.

Church offerings are stored on bank accounts.

Every church member must actively and kindly participate in financial ministry of church by
bringing tithe and offering to the church.

For any amount greater then $500 - Church Treasurer can write a check or cash-out from bank
account for the purpose of paying, purchase or transfer funds to accountable person - only with
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approval from Church Board. Accountability for the used funds are mandatory during Church
Members Meeting.

Church members who are leaving local church cannot demand back their money offerings.
During church dissolution by Decision of Church Board, Church Members Meeting, Corporation
and specifically created Committee out of active church members for this purpose, - all of church
property has to be distributed unto missionary and charitable needs or transferred to the Union.

Marriage and Family

Family was created by God Himself and is home church under the leadership of husband.
Legitimate sexual relationships are exercised exclusively in the framework of marriage.
Consequently, sexual activity outside marriage in New Testament is called fornication. Therefore,
sex before marriage, homosexuality, pedophilia and other sexual activities contradict teachings of
the Bible. Furthermore, lechery, transsexual behavior, producing, watching and distribution of
pornography are not compatible with the Biblical teachings.

Marriage ceremony is performed by Pastor or one of the ministers assigned by and approved by
Church Pastor, teaching them based on Holy Scriptures and performing Prayer of Blessing upon
them.

Marriage is indissoluble (exceptions are considered based on Bible). Marriage can be performed
only between natural opposite sexes (between man and woman), with member of Evangelical
(Gospel) church and is formalized according to the civil laws.

Based on the Word of God a minister cannot perform marriage ceremony between same sex
people.
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Parents should give birth and raise their children according to the teachings of Bible.

Church has right to demand a report for unworthy behavior of family member, not only in church
but also in family life, on the work and in society.

When children are not submissive and when children have unworthy behavior at home, in school,
in society or in Church, - then parents can moderately (reasonably) punish their children
according to the Teaching of Bible (Prov. 13:24)

Position toward government authority.

Church members must abide (comply) laws of the country, if they do not contradict Bible.

Church is free and independent from any party or political affiliations, views and their influences.
According to the Bible, church members cannot participate in any kind of military operations that
are connected with blood shed and killing of another human. During military time they can
participate in non-military alternative service, without bearing the arms.

Church is separated from the state and therefore all church decisions are based on Bible,
Teachings and Church Statute and cannot be appealed in courts. General meetings and Church
Members Meetings are conducted in compliance with principle of separation between church and
state.
